关于中英合作商务管理、金融管理专业（专科）
《商务英语》课程考试相关事宜的通知
为了更好地突出专业课程特点，体现新形势下的人才培养目标，推动中英合作商务管理、金融管理专业的发展，剑桥大学考试委员会在充分分析《商务英语》课程历年考生群体和考试成绩的基础上，对现行《商务英语》课程的试卷结构进行了调整，将从2011年7月考试起使用新的试卷结构。

试卷结构调整内容如下：

1、 考试时间：由原来的165分钟调整为50分钟。

2、 考核内容：阅读技能。

3、 题量及题型：40道客观题。

4、 答题方式：在答题卡上作答。

试卷结构表、样卷及答题卡见附件。

剑桥大学考试委员会对新的试卷结构进行了严格试测，试测结果显示新的试卷结构体现了该课程的设计目标，充分考查了学生在商务环境下使用英语的能力。新试题注重语言能力的考查，考生不需要专门针对新的试题进行备考。
请中英合作商务管理和金融管理专业（专科）的考生注意《商务英语》课程试卷结构的调整，并及时了解样卷以及答题卡的变动情况。
